+ Pastoral visitation to cover every family in the church
It is our desire as a leadership team that you know the care and concern we have for you.

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+ Everybody in a Bible study / prayer group

+ 5 people in a Bible training program
There are some wonderful opportunities for extra training coming up soon. The elders
want to make an investment by making Biblical studies available to some who want it.

+ Everybody involved in serving in some capacity
God's word tells us not only that the Holy Spirit has given gifts to everyone (1 Cor 12:7),
but also that the body of Christ is only built up as “each part does its work” (Eph 4:16).
